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Poinciana traffic is a mess. It has been for years. A recent TV study
by Telemundo describes the Poinciana traffic situation (

) The sad part is that it did not have to be this way. )

Recent documents show that a study done back in 2003 paid for by
Osceola County provided a solution that has yet to be implemented
here 19 years later. Yet every day thousands of Poinciana drivers
waste hours stuck in traffic. Even worse the number of accidents and
fatalities keep rising.

The study is included in the Poinciana Concurrency Exemption Im-
pact Fee Ordinance (

approved
by the Osceola County Commission on December 18,2006. This ordi-
nance allowed the Poinciana developer Avatar to avoid normal Osceo-
la County impact fees on new Poinciana Construction but instead pay
fees based on the study defined schedule into a special account. The
money from this account was supposed to pay for Poinciana road
construction projects to be completed no later than 2017 with the
majority to be completed by year 2012. (

)- This plan
was agreed to by the Poinciana developer Avatar in an agreement
signed by Avatar also in December 2006. (

)

The Ordinance and agreement provided for such improvements as the
expansion from two lanes to 6 for Marigold Avenue. The expansion
from 4 lanes to 6 of Cypress Parkway between Marigold and Pleasant
Hill, the expansion of Doverplum to 4 lanes, the expansion of Old
Pleasant Hill to 4
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lanes and extension of Old Pleasant Hill to connect Villages 3 and 5 direct-
ly to Pleasant Hill bypassing the need for traffic to use Cypress Parkway
and the expansion of Poinciana Blvd to 4 lanes. Today in April 2022 none of
these Poinciana road improvements have yet to happen and Poinciana traf-
fic remains in gridlock.

What happened remains a mystery. The roads were never built. Poinciana
development grew by leaps and bounds. According to the United States
Census there were 16,000 new homes built in Poinciana between 2010 and
2020. That number will be much larger when counting the new homes built
between 2007 to 2010 plus between 2020 and present. The Avatar repre-
sentative who signed the agreement with Osceola County was Dennis Get-
man. Mr. Getman sat on the Poinciana APV Board of directors for most of
the years after the agreement was signed. Why was the Poinciana HOA
Board of Directors not looking out for the interests of the Poinciana home-
owners to make sure that the roads that were needed were built? Why was
Osceola County not looking out for the Poinciana homeowners and resi-
dents who were stuck in all the traffic? The Poinciana APV HOA, the only
local government serving Poinciana was clearly not looking out for the resi-
dents of Poinciana. Apparently neither the counties nor the developer?

What is done is done. History will show that the Poinciana traffic situation
did not have to be as bad as it is now. Who is to blame for this? Every resi-
dent and homeowner in Poinciana needs to look into the mirror. After all
these years Poinciana has a population that has grown to make Poinciana
larger than cities such as Ocala, Wesley Chapel, St. Cloud, Apopka and Sar-
asota. Poinciana has the same population as Daytona Beach. Yet the only
elected municipal representatives for Poinciana remain the two county
commissions. The old saying that you only get what you pay for applies to
Poinciana. For years Poinciana residents choose to remain unincorporated
because they did not want to pay the taxes to support their own local gov-
ernment. Today they are paying the price.

Un estudio televisado por Tele-
mundo describe la situacién de transito en Poinciana. (

) Lo triste es que no tenia
que ser asi.

Recientes documentos muestran que que un estudio hecho en el 2003 pago por el Conda-
do de Osceola proveia una solucién que 19 afios después no se ha implementado. Sin em-
bargo cada dia miles de conductores en Poinciana pierden horas atorados en trafico. Peor
aun el numero de accidentes y fatalidades continia aumentando.

El estudio se incluye en el Poinciana Concurrency Exemption Impact Fee Ordinance
(

) aprobada por la Comisién del Condado de Osceola el 18 de
diciembre, 2006. Dicha ordenanza permitia que el desarrollador de Poinciana, Avatar,
evitara pagar las cuotas de impacto obligatorias por el impacto de la Nueva Construccion
en Poinciana y se hizo una agenda definida para depositar a una cuenta especial. El dine-
ro de esa cuanta estaba supuesta a pagar por la construccién de carreteras a completarse
no mas tarde del 2017 con la mayoria de la construccién completa para el 2012. (

). Este
plan fue aceptado por el desarrollador de Poinciana, Avatar, en un acuerdo firmado por
Avatar también en diciembre 2006. (

)

La Ordenanza y acuerdo proveia para dichas mejoras como la expansién de dos carriles a
6 en Marigold Avenue. La expansion de 4 carriles a 6 en Cypress Parkway entre Marigold
y Pleasant Hill Road, la expansién de Doverplum a 4 carriles, la expansioén de Old Plea-
sant Hill a 4 carriles y expansion de Old Pleasant Hill hasta conectar con las Villas 3 y 5 di-
rectamente evitando la necesidad del trafico de utilizar Cypress Parkway y la expansién
de Poinciana Blvd. a 4 carriles. Hoy, en abril 2022 ninguna de esas mejoras a las carrete-
ras de Poinciana han ocurrido y el trafico de Poinciana continta trancado.

Lo que sucedié es un misterio. Las expansiones nunca se hicieron. El desarrollo de Poin-
ciana continudé a pasos agigantados. De acuerdo al Censo de Estados Unidos se constru-
yeron 16,000 casas en Poinciana entre el 2007 y el 2010 mas entre el 2020 y el presente. El
oficial de Avatar que firmoé el acuerdo con el Condado de Osceola fue Dennis Getman. El
Sr. Getman ocupd un asiento en la Directiva de APV por la mayoria de los afios después
de la firma del acuerdo. ;Por qué no protegid la Directiva de la Poinciana HOA los intere-
ses de los duefios en Poinciana para asegurarse de que las carreteras tan necesitadas fue-
ran construidas? jPor qué el Condado de Osceola no vel6 por los dueiios en Poinciana
quienes estaban estancados en el trafico? La APV HOA de Poinciana, el inico gobierno
local sirviendo a Poinciana obviamente no veld por el bienestar de los residentes de Poin-
ciana. Aparentemente tampoco los condados o desarrollador.
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Lo que sucedi6 ya pasé. La historia mostrara que el trafico de Poinciana no tenia que ser tan
malo como lo es. A quién se culpa por esto? Cada residente y dueiio debe mirarse en el
espejo. Después de todos estos afios Poinciana tiene una poblaciéon que es mayor que las
ciudades de Ocala, Wesley Chapel, St. Cloud, Apopka y Sarasota. Poinciana tiene la misma
poblacién de Daytona Beach. Sin embargo, los Unicos representantes electos para Poinciana
contindan siendo las dos comisiones del condado. Ese viejo dicho de que solamente recibes
por lo que pagas aplica a Poinciana. Por aiios los residentes de Poinciana prefieren perma-
necer no incorporados porque no querian pagar un poco mas en impuestos para apoyar su
propio gobierno local.
