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Expressway Possibility Becomes Controversial
By Valentin Ramos

Poinciana is drowning in traffic; there is no discussion on that. A possibility of some relief,
The Southport Connector, has been proposed. It should be noted that the Southport con-
nection to the Florida Turnpike has been in the books since the early 1980s. As it was pro-
posed then, it would take lanes from Southport Road through some ranch lands and con-
nect somewhere close to the turnpike on US 192 (Vine Street). That proposal met with two
difficulties, first was the purchase of the right of way and second was the lack of funding.
The ranchers were unwilling to sell the right of way and the county did not have the fund-
ing for the project. End of discussion.

The reality of a road project is that it is established based on need and availability of re-
quired right of way. At times, it takes the governing bodies declaring imminent domain
(condemnation) and forcibly taking the land, although appraisals are conducted and own-
ers are compensated. For those who were in Poinciana at the time, Pleasant Hill Road was
widened and homes along the way were removed.

Generally, road plans can be placed on a 5, 10, or 20 year schedule. Unincorporated are-
as; such as Poinciana, have the opportunity to opine on road projects whenever a Public
Meeting is sponsored and published, whether by the county or a State agency, and if they
attend the meeting. Generally, whenever these Public Meetings occur, exhaustive studies
have been conducted already and some options have been determined to not be viable.

At this point, 40 years after initially looking at the Southport connection to the Florida
Turnpike, a plan is being discussed that would potentially bring that dream into reality.
However, like most things Poinciana related, this plan has encountered support and op-
position.

A group has begun a push to relocate the Southport Connector from Cypress Parkway to
the Reedy Creek area or down Marigold Avenue. The main concerns expressed by those
opponents are that building an elevated expressway through the center of Cypress Park-
way will cause a walled separation between North Poinciana and South Poinciana, it will
remove the landscaping that beautifies Cypress Parkway, it will cause Solivita to be visu-
ally separated from the West Solivita project, and it will negatively impact the value of
homes.

The other article published reference this project has been printed with verbatim ques-
tions and responses from CFX in this edition. The purpose of those questions was to have
a clear idea as to what had been looked at by the project team and what was still on plan-
ning stages.

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La Posibilidad de un Expreso se Vuelve Controversial

Poinciana se ahoga en el trafico; de eso no hay lugar a dudas. La posibilidad de algun
alivio, el Conector de Southport, ha sido propuesto. Se debe entender que la conexién a
la Autopista de Florida ha estado en los libros desde los afios 80. Segun se propuso en-
tonces, se llevarian carriles de Southport Road a través de terrenos de unos ranchos y
desembocar en algun lugar cerca de la autopista en US 192 (Vine Street). Esa propuesta
encontré dos dificultades, primero fue la compra del derecho de paso y segundo la falta
de presupuesto. Los rancheros no estaban dispuestos a vender el derecho de paso y el
condado no tenia el presupuesto. Se terminé la discusion.

La realidad de un proyecto de carretera es que se establece basado en la necesidad y
disponibilidad de derecho al paso. A veces, se necesita la declaracién de dominio in-
minente (deshaucio) y forzosamente obtener el terreno, aunque se llevan a cabo tasa-
ciones y los duefios reciben compensacion. Para quienes vivian en Poinciana entonces,
la Pleasant Hill Road fue expandida y casas fueron removidas.

Generalmente, la planificaciéon para carreteras se puede poner en calendarios de 5, 10
6 20 afios. Areas no incorporadas; como lo es Poinciana, tiene la oportunidad de opinar
en proyectos de carreteras cuando se lleva a cabo una Reunién Publica publicada en
perioddicos de cierta circulacion, sea por el condado o por un agencia estatal, si asisten
a la reunién. Por lo general, cuando estas Reuniones Publicas ocurren, estudios exhaus-
tivos han sido llevados a cabo y algunas opciones determinadas como no viables.

En este punto, 40 afios después de inicialmente sido considerado al conector de
Southport a la Autopista de Florida, una plan esta siendo discutido que potencialmente
puede llevar ese suefio a realidad. Sin embargo, como mucho de lo que propone en
Poinciana, dicho plan ha encontrado apoyo y oposicién.

Un grupo ha comenzado un movimiento para relocalizar el Conector de Southport de
Cypress Parkway a Reedy Creek o por Marigold Avenue. Las mayores preocupaciones
expresadas por esos oponentes es que construir un expreso elevado a través del centro
de Cypress Parkway causaria una separacion amurallada entre el norte de Poinciana y
el sur de Poinciana, removeria el embellecimiento de jardines que embellecen al Cy-
press Parkway, causaria que Solivita sea visualmente separado del proyecto Oeste de
Solivita, e impactara negativamente el valor de las casas.

En otro articulo aqui publicado en esta edicién sobre este proyecto representa las pre-
guntas y respuestas sometidas a CFX. El propésito de estas preguntas fue para tener
una idea clara en cuanto a lo que se habia estudiado por el equipo del proyecto y qué
aun estaba en etapas de planificacién.

There are some concerns that we have at this junction. Reedy Creek is a wetland and
wild life corridor. It is an area that begins by Intercession City and includes Lake Marion
and Lake Russell in its jurisdiction. It is one of the northernmost sources of water for the
Everglades. It also has Osceola District Schools Environmental Study Center and is habi-
tat to many species of birds, deer, wild pigs, bears, etc. Recently, a black bear was spot-
ted in Village 2 by New Castle.

On the Reedy Creek swamp, generally, there is a mitigation process, if the various de-
partments involved allow for an impact upon the wetlands. South Marigold has portions
that were separated for preservation and there is also a ranch owned by a private owner.
San Remo meets Koa right at the edge of Reedy Creek.

Putting all of these issues aside, many of which have already been looked at, to oppose
the project without a real viable alternative with its proper documentation and commit-
ments from the various agencies that may be involved, such as; Army Corp of Engineers,
Department of Environmental Protection, etc. can set us back years. Home construction,
additional cars and population will not stop. Make sure that we, as a community, are in
agreement as to what should take place and avoid setting one portion of the population
against the other. Let’s work together.

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Southport Connector Expressway
By Valentin Ramos

Seeing how road improvement plans were being debated and alternatives were being discussed,
CFX was contacted so that we can hear straight from the planners what their vision, studies and finan-
cial impacts would be. To make sure that the concerns expressed in social media were covered, most
of the questions submitted were precisely those very concerns. Following are the actual Questions
submitted and CFX’s responses:

Q. Why have suggested alternatives submitted for the Cypress Parkway segment been rejected
as not feasible? So far, the reason for rejection has been that previous studies had rejected
this. Can you describe some of the reasons why this was rejected previously? Permit prob-
lems, right of way problems? FEMA flood issues? Project cost issues?

The current Southport Connector Expressway PD&E Study is built upon previous studies of
this proposed expressway. These previous studies evaluated many factors including trans-
portation needs, engineering analysis social and environmental impacts, financial viabil-
ity, economic factors, and right of way requirements. Local growth and transportation
plans, such as Osceola County’s South Toho Master Plan, were and are being taken into
consideration. Prior and recent analysis of these factors has resulted in the alternatives be-
ing evaluated the current in the current Southport Connector Expressway PD&E Study.

Q. Suggestions have been made that the current Cypress Parkway congestion problem might be
solved by simply adding more lanes. Why has this been rejected?

Traffic analysis through the year 2045 indicates that only widening Cypress Parkway, a facility
with many cross streets and existing stop lights, would not alleviate congestion or accom-
modate the planned growth and additional traffic in this area.

Q. People have claimed that by adding the elevated toll lanes through the center of Cypress Park-
way will divide the Poinciana community in half, ruining the future of what is already a below
average income community. What is CFX’s response to this?

Cypress Parkway, with its heavy flow of traffic, currently presents an existing geographic di-
vide between the communities to the north and south of the roadway. The study team has
heard community concerns and is looking at ways to minimize impacts such as a viaduct
type structure for a portion of the expressway, noise walls, landscaping, and similar amen-
ities.

Q. People are claiming that the addition of the toll lanes will make Poinciana local traffic worse
than it is today. They are saying that not only will it make local traffic worse but it will also pre-
clude any future expansion above the 4 local lanes. What is CFX'’s position on what this project
will do for the local traffic situation?

Actually, just the opposite is true. Traffic analysis for the year 2045 shows that if the Southport
Connector is built, 11,000 fewer vehicles will travel the local lanes of Cypress Parkway be-
tween Pleasant Hill Road and Doverplum Avenue than if the expressway isn’t built.

Q. Where does the study envision the placement of on/off ramps to allow local Cypress Parkway
traffic to enter and exit the toll lanes?

That is currently being analyzed, but there will be access ramps. Considerations include dis-
tance between ramps, amount of right of way, and roadway geometry.

Q. Where will the project provide overpasses for existing Cypress Parkway cross streets to cross
the expressway? Will any exiting crossovers on Cypress Parkway be blocked off by this pro-
ject?

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Expreso Conector de Southport

Al observar cémo se debatia los planes de mejoras a nuestras carreteras y las alternativas que se
discutian, se contacté a CFX para escuchar directamente de ellos cudl era su visién, sus estudios y
cudl seria el impacto econdémico. Para asegurar que las inquietudes expresadas en los medios socia-
les fueran cubiertas, se sometieron precisamente la mayoria de las inquietudes expresadas. A conti-
nuacion las preguntas sometidas y las respuestas recibidas:

P. ¢Por qué las alternativas que han sido sometidas para el segmento de Cypress Parkway son
rechazadas como no factibles? Hasta ahora, las razones para el rechazo ha sido que estudios
anteriores habian rechazado esas alternativas. jPodria describir algunas de las razones del
por qué fueron rechazadas previamente? ;Problemas de permisos, derecho de acceso?
¢Problemas de inundaciones de acuerdo a FEMA? ;Costos del proyecto?

R. El Estudio PD&E del Conector Expreso de Southport estd formulado en previos estudios del
propuesto expreso. Esos estudios previos evaluaron muchos factores incluyendo las necesi-
dades de transportacién, andlisis de ingenieria, impactos sociales y ambientales, viabilidad
econdémica, factores econdémicos, y requisitos de derecho de acceso. El crecimiento local y
planes de transportacién, tales como el Plan Maestro del Condado de Osceola para Sur de
Toho, fueron y contintian siendo considerados. Andlisis actuales y anteriores de estos factores
han resultado en las alternativas siendo evaluadas en el actual Estudio PD&E del Conector
Expreso de Southport.

P. Se ha sugerido que con simplemente afiadir carriles a Cypress Parkway resolveria la conges-
tion. ¢Por qué ha sido esto rechazado?

R. Los analisis de trafico hasta el 2045 indican que el solamente expandir Cypress Parkway, una
facilidad con muchos cruces de carretera y semaforos, no aliviaria la congestién o acomoda-
ria el futuro crecimiento planificado ni el trafico adicional en esta area.

P. Algunos han alegado que al afiadir los carriles con peaje en el centro de Cypress Parkway es-
to dividira la comunidad de Poinciana por el medio, arruinando el futuro de lo que ya es una
comunidad bajo promedio en ingresos. {Cual es la respuesta de CFX a esto?

R. Cypress Parkway, con un flujo de trafico tan pesado, esto actualmente presenta una divisién
geografica existente entre las comunidades al norte y sur de la carretera. El equipo del estu-
dio ha escuchado las preocupaciones de la comunidad y esta buscando la forma de minimizar
el impacto tales como estructuras tipo viaductos para una porcién del expreso, paredes para
contener ruidos, jardines, y amenid

ades similares.

P. Algunos alegan que la adiciéon de carriles con peajes hard que el trafico empeore mas de lo
que es hoy. Ellos alegan que no solamente empeora el trafico pero que también preclude
cualquier futura expansion sobre los 4 carriles. ;Cual es la posiciéon de CFX de lo que este
proyecto hara por el trafico local?

R. En realidad, es todo lo opuesto. Los andlisis de trafico para el afio 2045 muestra que si el Ex-
preso Conector de Southport se construye, 11,000 carros menos usarian los carriles locales
de Cypress Parkway entre Pleasant Hill Road y Doverplum Avenue que si no se construye el
expreso.

P. ¢Dénde visualiza el estudio la localizacién de rampas de entrada/salida para permitir acceso al
trafico local de entrar y salir de los carriles con peaje?

R. Eso se estd analizando actualmente, pero habra rampas de acceso. Se esti considerando la

All current intersections will have overpasses and will be fully accessible.
Safety concerns of existing crossovers are being analyzed to develop the
safest configuration with Cypress Parkway and the Southport Connector Ex-
pressway.

Q. What impact on Poinciana local business will result from this project? Will any
access tp local businesses that exist today be blocked off by this project? Will
any right of way land need to be taken away from local businesses to build this
project? Will any right of way land need to be taken away from local business-
es to build this project? Will any existing buildings such as Bravo shopping
plaza need to be condemned?

Typically, transportation improvement projects help local business as they
ease access to shopping centers and stores along a corridor. The study
team is coordinating with Osceola and Polk counties on their future plans
for nearby roadways to ensure those are considered in the study’s concept
designs. Access to local businesses and public facilities is an important de-
sign factor, as is minimizing project right of way needs, which the study
team is evaluating.

Q. What will the impact on Pleasant Hill traffic from this project be at Reedy
Creek Bridge?

Everyone is Poinciana knows how terribly congested it gets in the area of
Pleasant Hill Road and Cypress Parkway. Easing the traffic flow at that inter-
section is a major consideration in this study and the team is looking at op-
tions to accomplish that.

Q. Where will the toll gantries be placed? How much will the tolls be? How much
will it cost drivers from Marigold to Reedy Creek to use the toll road to fly over
Doverplum? How about the Solivita drivers? How about the Haines city driver
simply wishing to use the toll lane go through the center of Poinciana?

We don’t yet have the answers about toll gantry location and costs. However,
this would be open road, all electronic tolling, meaning there would not be
cash lanes. Thanks to the local lanes of Cypress Parkway , Haines City driv-
ers would have the option of staying on the local road or entering the tolled
expressway at the west end of Cypress Parkway near Poinciana Parkway.

Q. What about the noise impact on homes adjacent to the new expressway? Espe-
cially in Solivita, Cypress Woods, the Country Club section of Poinciana Vil-
lages?

A noise evaluation is being done as part of this study to determine potential
noise impacts and recommended noise wall locations.

Those are the results of the inquiry to CFX. As the reader will be able to determine,
CFX is still evaluating many factors. The Voice will continue to monitor the progress

P. ;:Dénde proveera el proyecto cruces para las calles existentes de Cypress Parkway ¢
¢ Se bloqueara cruces existentes en Cypress Parkway con este proyecto?

R. Todas las intersecciones actuales tendran crucen y seran completamente accesibles.
La seguridad de los cruces existentes esta siendo analizada para desarrollar la confi-
guracioén mas segura entre Cypress Parkway y el Expreso Conector de Southport.

P. ;:Qué impacto en los negocios locales de Poinciana tendra este proyecto? iSe blo-
queara acceso existente a algun negocio por este proyecto? ;Se necesitara condenar
terrenos para paseos de los negocios locales para llevar a cabo el proyecto? ;Se con-
denara algun negocio existente como el centro de compras Bravo?

R. Tipicamente, proyectos de mejora de transportacién ayudan los negocios locales al
facilitar acceso a los centros comerciales y tiendas localizadas en el corredor. El
equipo del estudio esta coordinando con los condados de Osceola y Polk sobre los
planes futuros para carreteras cercanas para asegurar que estén consideradas den-
tro del concepto de disefio del estudio. El acceso a negocios locales y facilidades
publicas es un factor importante en el disefio, al igual que lo es el minimizar las nece-
sidades de paseos, lo cual esta siendo evaluado por el equipo del estudio.

P. ;Cual sera el impacto en el trafico de Pleasant Hill Road con este proyecto en el puen-
te de Reedy Creek?

R. Todos sabemos en Poinciana la terrible congestién de trafico que existe en el area de
Pleasant Hill Road y Cypress Parkway. El aliviar el flujo de trafico en esa interseccion
es una de las mayores consideraciones en este estudio y el equipo esta estudiando
opciones para lograrlo.

P. ;Dénde estaran localizadas las areas de peaje? ;Cuanto costara el peaje? ;Cuanto
costara de Marigold hasta Reedy Creek de utilizar la via superior para evitar Dover-
plum? ;Cuanto para los conductores de Solivita? ;O los conductores de Haines City
quienes deseen utilizar el expreso para evitar el centro de Poinciana?

R. Aun no tenemos esas respuestas sobre la localizacién de las plazas de peaje y los
costos. Sin embargo, esto sera una carretera abierta, con peaje electrénico, lo que
significa que no hay carriles para efectivo. Gracias a los carriles locales de Cypress
Parkway, los conductores de Haines City tendran la opcién de optar por mantenerse
en los carriles locales o entrar al expreso en el lado oeste de Cypress Parkway cerca
del Poinciana Parkway.

P. ¢Y qué del ruido y su impacto en los hogares adyacentes al nuevo expreso?
+Especialmente en Solovita, Cypress Woods, el sector de Country Club de las Villas
de Poinciana?

R. Se esta llevando a cabo una evaluacién como parte del estudio para determinar el im-
pacto potencial de ruidos y recomendando lugares para paredes contra ruidos.

Estos son los resultados de la solicitud por informaciéon a CFX, como podra determinar el
lector, CFX todavia esta evaluando varios factores. La Voz continuara monitoreando el pro-
greso y continuara informando la comunidad.

Marigold Avenue Safety Improvement Project

Osceola County is holding a virtual and
in-person public meeting on Thursday,
August 4, 2022, at 6 p.m. regarding the

Marigold Avenue Safety Improvements Project.

The purpose of this project is to improve traffic
flow and help encourage safer driving speeds
on Marigold Avenue from San Lorenzo Road to
Peabody Road in Poinciana. The

recommendations include adding single-lane
